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Since our last Marina-Gram, 6 months ago, many things have happened and many things were accomplished. 
Further along in this communication you will find the reports of the Chairperson of the different committees, 
elaborating on issues that have currently or in the recent past taken up the attention of the Board. 
 

The long awaited dredging project of the Marina entrance channel to Maunalua Bay has been completed in 
July of 2003. 
 

The recently constructed Marina maintenance facility is working out excellently, so is the new conference 
room next to the Marina office. 
 

The Board received an unsolicited $1,300,000.00 offer to buy Marina Park 3(MP3), also known as the 2-acre 
parcel.  This property is bordering the Upper Marina in the N.E. corner and by our documents intended for 
usage as a Marina maintenance facility.  
 

Property Management Committee Chairman Carl Johnsen will address the is sues surrounding this offer to buy, 
elsewhere in this Marina-Gram.  Since the Board has determined upon advice from counsel that not the Board 
but the majority of the owners will decide to sell or not to sell MP3, I would like to explain the process the 
Board intends to follow for the Association to arrive at this decision.  
 

After a final sales price has been negotiated and Kamehameha Schools’ share of the sale proceeds has been 
determined as a condition for their consent to lift needed deed restrictions, the Board will share all relevant 
information with the membership and might decide on an informative meeting to enable members to debate 
the issue.  
 

The conditions set by KS for their consent to lift the restrictions to facilitate the sale of MP3 needs the 
approval of the HKMCA Board and KS Trustees.  An initial proposal by KS Staff in regard to these conditions 
did not receive approval from the HKMCA Board. 
 

Since the ultimate decision to sell will need approval of a majority of the owners, and voting by mail (consent 
ballot) is not an option, a special meeting of the Association will be scheduled where members will have the 
opportunity to vote on the sale of MP3 in person or by proxy.
